This information will not be collected by the USPHS Dental Category website administrators. USPHS
Dental Category does not solicit, collect, or maintain any personally identifiable information from
individuals who visit, like, comment, or otherwise engage with the Facebook page.

Per terms of service agreements by HHS and Facebook, the Dental Professional Advisory
Committee Facebook Page does not contain any third-party advertising. This limits any association
with additional content that the Advisory Committee has not reviewed nor endorsed on the Facebook
page. In addition, the Privacy Notice Statement directs Facebook users to review Facebook’s terms
of service and privacy policies to understand how information about users, including pages a user
may visit, and how Facebook may use or share such information for third-party advertising or other
purposes.

Facebook is created and maintained by Facebook. The Dental Professional Advisory Committee
Social Media Workgroup has reviewed Facebook’s privacy practices and has concluded that risks to
consumer privacy are sufficiently mitigated through application of Facebook’s privacy policies,
notices from HHS and Facebook informing consumers of these policies, and the ability of consumers
to opt-out of providing their information to the Dental Professional Advisory Committee and
Facebook.
