NEW YORK

The New York AIDS Institute’s Clinical Education Initiative is dedicated to enhancing the capacity

of providers to improve health outcomes related to HIV, STIs and HCV. In collaboration with

Mount Sinai, they host in-person symposiums, deliver provider education, and host a “warm

line” for providers to talk to HCV specialists. HCV clinical guidelines and HCV resources for PCPs
are available online. Finally, they direct providers to the

MARYLAND

In collaboration with Johns Hopkins University (JHU), Maryland

developed a training curriculum based on the ECHO model that Project
