$24,840,000 savings to date (3 years) 

 Late onset infection in 22-29 week infants  
◦ 20% decrease to 14.3% in 2009, 2010 & 2011 

◦ Estimated $3.6 million savings to date, 

◦ 30 fewer deaths
