• Over 500,000 people living with HIV/AIDS receive services through more than 900
HRSA-funded Ryan White Clinics .  Two-thirds are members of minority groups.

• More than 10,400 National Health Service Corps clinicians are working in
underserved areas, in exchange for loan repayment or scholarships.
