COVID 19 Challenges and Innovations

In 2020 dental training programs had to rapidly pivot to remote didactic teaching

They also had to develop protocols for continued safe clinical operations to ensure
adequate training experiences for students/trainees

Adoption of teledentistry models of teaching, and in some cases, simulation training
proliferated

Many programs experienced significant financial stressors during the early phase of the
pandemic, which has largely resolved as clinic volume returned to near pre-pandemic
levels
