Washington, D.C. (September 14, 2015) —The American Academy of Nursing has released a policy brief that
endorses the capturing of social and behavioral determinants of health in the electronic health record (EHR). The
policy brief identifies several recommendations for health care industry leaders to foster standardization and

promote interoperability.
The policy brief is published in the September/October issue of the Academy’s journal, Nursing Outlook.

“There 1s strong evidence that social and behavioral factors influence health; however, they may not be addressed in
clinical care for shared decision-making, It is imperative that all stakeholders in health care collaborate to include this
information in electronic records, including EHR vendors, health systems, providers and funders,” said Academy
