		From 1991-2001, the average percent of low birth weight births in Fresno County is 6.6 compared with 6.1 at the state

		level.  Since 1993, neither the State's rate nor Fresno County's rate has dropped below 6.0.  Compared with the

		objective set by Healthy People 2010 to reduce low birth weight births to 5.0 percent, both Fresno County and California

		still have yet to meet the objective.
