* Program Purpose

» To develop and enhance education and training networks within
communities, academic institutions, and community-based
organizations.

* Eligibility

e Recipients of AHEC funding are public or nonprofit private
accredited schools of allopathic medicine and osteopathic
medicine or a consortium of such schools. In states and territories
in which no AHEC Program is in operation (or there is not an
accredited school of medicine), an accredited school of nursing is
eligible for funding.[Insert eligibility requirements]
