CHGME Summary of Funding




Formula-Based Payment

Funding to eligible hospitals based on the annual appropriation distributed in
the form of a formula-based payment.

Information provided by participating children’s hospitals in initial applications
used to calculate interim payments for all eligible children’s hospitals.

During the third quarter of each FY, changes in information provided by
participating children’s hospitals in reconciliation application used to
determine the final payments for all eligible children’s hospitals.
