* Newborn Screening Saves Lives Act of 2008

- collect and transport specimens;
- ship specimens to State newborn screening laboratories;

- process specimens;

- report screening results to physicians and families;

- provide diagnostic confirmation of positive screening results;

- ensure the availability of treatment and management resources;

- educating families about newborn screening; and
- carry out other activities determined appropriate by the Secretary.

» The Plan will address newborn screening for use by a State, region, or
consortia of States in the event of a public health emergency.
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National Contingency Plans

« Contingency Plans are usually created at the department
level

Examples:

1. National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan
2. National Marine Sanctuaries Contingency Plan

[Rarely are contingency plans created at the operational division (OP/DIV) level]

e Congress directed CDC to develop this plan in
consultation with HRSA and State Health Departments
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_/@ What is a Contingency Plan?
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« An Operational plan devised for a specific situation when
“things go wrong”
« A CONPLAN typically includes:

= Specific strategies and actions to deal with specific variances to
assumptions resulting in a particular problem, emergency or
state of affairs

= A monitoring process and “triggers” for initiating planned actions
