Submit your
application by the

deadline of October 26
at 11:59 p.m. ET

HRSA will review your
application to ensure that 
the information provided 
is complete and accurate.

HRSA will update you on
whether or not you will
receive payment(s). If 
you receive a payment 

and wish to keep it, you 
must attest to the Terms 

and Conditions using 
the Application and 
Attestation Portal.

HRSA will calculate 
payment amounts based on 
the number of applications 

submitted, reported 
financial information, 

administrative claims, and 
available funding.
