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Supply and Demand for Primary Care Practitioners
National and Regional Projections, 2025

e Primary care physicians
* National demand for primary care physicians is expected to exceed supply,
resulting in a shortage of approximately 23,640 full-time equivalent (FTE)
physicians by 2025
e Aging and population growth account for the majority of the increase in demand

e All U.S. regions are projected to have a deficit of primary care physicians, with the
greatest shortages predicted for the Census Bureau’s South region

e Primary care nurse practitioners (NPs) and physician assistants (PAs)

* National supplies of primary care NPs and PAs are expected to exceed demand in
2025

* |Imbalances are projected at the regional level, with the South region having the
greatest oversupply of NPs and the West having the greatest oversupply of PAs

e Delivery system changes and full utilization of NP and PA services could effectively
mitigate projected shortages of primary care physicians
